Shock button: Flashes when the defibrillator determines that a shock is neceBsary
defibrillators’voice instructions will tell you when to press this button.

If someone collapses and is UNRESPONSIVE and NCHREATHING PROPERLY you must first call the emergency
services (999). If possible delegate someone else to call the emergency services.
